
Contest: Design a Girl Scout 100th Anniversary Patch 
 

Put your creative talents to work: design a patch that girls will earn by learning 
about and celebrating the history and future of Girl Scouting! 
 
Guidelines: 

1. Draw a patch design using markers, crayons or colored pencils. You may also 
use a computer.  

2. Patch should be in the shape of a rectangle that is 2.5” x 1.5” or a square that is 
2” x 2”.  

3. The design can have up to six colors. One of the six colors must be the same 
color as the border.  

4. The border of the patch can only be one color. Letters need to be at least 3/8” 
tall.  

5. Patch must include 100th or Centennial.  
6. Be careful not to fold the image when you mail it. Be sure to put your name, age, 

contact information and Troop Number (if you have one) on the back of your 
artwork.  

7. Be sure to mail the parent/guardian permission/release form (below) with your 
artwork. 

8. Artwork should be original, created by you. No trademarked or copyrighted 
material will be allowed.
